Mr. C.S. CHAN briefed that Buildings Department (BD) had indicated 

similar concerns with FSD and BD would no longer accept projects with 

fireman’s lift with point of discharge other than a protected lobby, if the 

first approval of its general building plan was not on or before 

31.12.2015. 

 

For projects with approval of the general building plan on or before 

31.12.2015, Authorized Persons might propose suitable mitigation 

measures for consideration.  FSD would pragmatically consider each 

project on a case-by-case basis.
