Connect) is a uniformed group set up by the FSD in
2021 for secondary school students. As at the end
of 2022, FAST Connect had recruited a total of 180
members and aims to increase to 300 by the end of
the 2022/23 school year.

The objective of FAST Connect is to provide a
learning platform for its young members to discover
more about themselves, instil positive thinking
in them, and guide them to explore their career
paths and prepare for the future. With FAST
Connect, the FSD also aspires to nurture the young
generation with a sense of social responsibility and
national identity, passion for Hong Kong as well as
international perspectives.

Established in 2022, the FSD Community
Collaboration Network comprises chairpersons
of the 18 District Fire Safety Committees. The
network helps foster good community relations and
promote a better understanding of the department’s
services, as well as its vision, mission and objectives
among the public. It also enables the department to
deliver services more effectively through enhanced
partnership with the community.

FSD Volunteer Team

The FSD Volunteer Team comprises over 1,800
uniformed and civilian staff members with the aim of
serving the community and helping people in need.

During the fifth wave of the COVID-19 epidemic, the
team actively participated in anti-epidemic voluntary
work and other voluntary activities initiated by
non-governmental organisations and charities. In
addition, the team assisted members of the public,
especially the elderly and the ethnic minorities,
in installing stand-alone fire detectors, along with
distributing fire extinguishers and fire blankets, to
enhance their home fire safety.
